Living the Fruitful Life        
–    A Study of John 15 

Week 2:  Where does He cut?  Being pruned 
I’m convinced that  Jesus was a gardener.  Sure, we know that  He 
was probably a carpenter , bu t  ou tside the shop I can tell you  that  
Jesus had a garden He tended.  I say that  because His teaching is 
fi l led with gardening il lust rat ions.  He spoke of the l i l ies of the 
field (Mat thew 5:28), of sowing seed (Mat thew 13), of fer t il izer 
(Luke 13:8), fig trees (Luke 13:1-9), vineyards (John 15) and in  
our  text  this week, pruning.   

Jesus knew that pruning is essent ial to most  plants, and 
especially to vines. My pruning handbook says, “You can’t  let  a 
grape vine run wild.  A badly t rained, badly pruned vine will 
tangle, tend to get  mildew, always bear disappoin t ing crops of 
fru it  – and never  grow into anyth ing that ’s much to look at .”1   
Jesus knew th is and as a master  gardener  He is concerned that  
we, His disciples, bear  much fru it .  This can only come about  
through the process of being pruned.   

Most  novice gardeners I know hate pruning.  They don’t  know 
where to star t  and they don’t  want  to cu t  off seemingly good 
branches.  It ’s like th inning car rots ou t  of a row in your  vegetable 
garden.  Why wou ld you pu ll ou t  seemingly good car rots?  The 
answer  is because we want  better  carrots.  If we leave all the 
car rots in the ground they will crowd one another and rob each 
other  of nu tr ients and space to grow.  Thin the car rots ou t  and 
you get  large healthy specimens that any rabbit  wou ld love.  So 
with pruning.  When we prune our  fru it  t rees and our  vines, we 
are helping the plant to produce bigger , r icher  more plent ifu l fru it .  
It  takes a confident gardener  to know that pruning is a good 
th ing.  One need not  be t imid.  It  takes an exper ienced gardener  
to know where to cu t  and when to cu t.   

Jesus is a confident  gardener  and He is an exper ienced gardener .  
This week, as we th ink  of being pruned in order  to bear  much 
fru it , we can be sure that  He knows what He is doing.  He knows 
where to cu t  and when to cu t .  He knows what  habits need to go, 
He knows what  character ist ics need to stay, He knows us 
completely and is seek ing to enable us to bear  much fru it  for  His 
glory.

1. Graft ing is a really neat  science.  A branch is taken and 
grafted in to a l iving vine.  When th is happens the graft  shoots 
its min iature roots and fibres down into the stem.  In  tu rn, the 
stem envelopes the graft  and the two become one.  When th is 
is complete the sap of the vine enters the new branch thus 
enabling it  to produce young shoots, leaves and fru it .

Reflect ion and Prayer:   

Andrew Murray wrote: 

“And what  is fru it?  Something that  the branch bears, not  
for  itself, bu t  for  its owner ; something that is to be 
gathered and taken away.  The branch does indeed receive 
from the vine sap for  its own life, by which it  grows th icker  
and st ronger.  But  th is supply for  its own maintenance is 
ent irely subordinate to its fu lfi l lment  of the purpose of its 
existence – bear ing fru it .  It  is because Chr ist ians do not  
understand or  accept  th is t ru th that  they so fail in  their  
effor ts and prayers to l ive the branch life.  They often 
desire it  earnest ly; they read and meditate and pray, and 
yet  they fail, and they wonder  why.  The reason is very 
simple:  They do not  know that  fru it  bear ing is the one 
th ing they have been saved for .” 2

The one object  of my 
being a branch, the one mark  of my being a true branch, 
the one condit ion of my abiding and growing st rong, is 
that  I bear  the fru it  of the heavenly Vine for  dying [people] 
to eat  and l ive.  And the one th ing of which I can have the 
most  per fect  assurance is that, with Chr ist  as my Vine, 
and the Father  as my Gardener , I can indeed be a fru it fu l 
branch” 3

Reflect ion and Prayer:   

As we th ink  about  pruning a vine we have to realize that  it  is the 
longest , most  vigorous growth that  gets pruned.  The reason is 
that  the energy of the plant  needs to go to produce fru it , not 
sustain ing the branches.  So a branch that  is really long gets cu t  
back r ight  to the stem with only two or three inches remain ing.  
This allows abundant  fru it  to be produced.  

The spir itual t ru th in  th is i l lust rat ion is th is:  Our  heavenly father  
does not  just  prune us to remove sin.  He also focuses on our  
st rengths, our  natural abil it ies that  we br ing in to the k ingdom. He 
prunes these too.  Why?  Because we are often in danger  of 
t rust ing in these abil it ies and not  in h im.  Frequent ly when we 
have done something wonder fu l in  the k ingdom, God will br ing us 
low, so low to make us feel that we are noth ing.  At  such a t ime 
we are made to look to God and depend on h im for  l ife, energy 
and abil ity.  And th is is exact ly what God wants!  In  the words of 
Andrew Murray “All that is inconsistent  with the most  ent ire 
devot ion of Chr ist ’s service must  be removed.”8

 Being more fruitful

2. My pruning book advises: “Much of pruning consists of 
removing some or  all flowers or  fru its before the plant ’s 
reproduct ive cycle comes to its end – that  is, before r ipe seeds 
can go for th to make new plants.

Reflect ion and Prayer:   

Jesus says, “Bear  more fru it .”  Andrew Murray states that th is is 
a most  encouraging word.  God not  only gives us the demand, He 
gives us the means to meet  the demand.  He comes to us not  as a 
taskmaster  or  a lawgiver  bu t  as a loving heavenly Father  who 
asks and then does what He commands. He comes to us and 
offers to produce more fru it  in  us if we wou ld simply yield 
ourselves to Him.  Shou ldn’t  we admit  that we can’t  do it  on own, 
accept  His offer  and then look to Him to br ing about  the fru it?  

We need to believe that our  God is able to br ing about  fru it  in our  
l ives that is r ich and large.  He is the divine Gardner  and will do 

all that is needed for  us to bear  more fru it .  All He asks is that we 
desire it  with our  whole hear t  and joyfu lly trust  Him to fu lfi l l His 
promise.6
